Micromatic Solo Final Exam

The Chairman has set up an 8-quarter individual Micromatic Solo Exam Problem.  You can use your computers, notes, and your books, but not your neighbor.  You will have 75 minutes in class on Monday November 1.  Be ready.

Before you begin, you will turn in a printout of your plan, 2 pages or less, that addresses how you will meet this challenge.  What are your strategies?   
The exam starts with the default Q1 costs.  Costs and limits are always subject to change. There are no technological improvements. Make sure that you process Q8 and then stop.  
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Grading

If you finish first, you receive 25 points.  If you finish with 0 or negative Game to Date Index points, you will receive 0 points.  If your index points are positive (even if you finished last), you will receive the number of index points divided by 4 for your score in the exam.  For example, if you finished GTD in sixth place with 64 index points, you would receive 64/4 or 16 points out of 25 possible points.
